Special data notes 
Age is reported throughout the report  as of  January 1, 2010, or on the date they entered a CoC program for the 

first time during the year, whichever is later. 

Race/Ethnicity is reported according to federal standards which emphasize self-identification.  Persons may 

identify as many races as are applicable to them. 

Household Type is based on how persons present for service.  For example,  if a woman presents for service and 

has left her children in the care of a family member,  she will be recorded in a household without children and 

counted as a single  individual. 

Special Needs as indicated in VESTA do not necessarily constitute a formal diagnosis of disability; they indicate 

ōŀǊǊƛŜǊǎ ŀŦŦŜŎǘƛƴƎ ŎƭƛŜƴǘΩǎ ŀōƛƭƛǘȅ ǘƻ Ƴŀƛƴǘŀƛƴ ƘƻǳǎƛƴƎΣ ŀƴŘ ŀǊŜ ǎŜƭŦ-reported or identified by a case worker.  Not all 

persons have special needs.  Many persons have multiple special needs.  Each person is counted in as many special 

needs categories as are relevant.

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 Unduplicated Counts 

*No matter how many programs a person participated in or how many times that person entered the same program they are only counted one 

time for the unduplicated count of people served.  A person served by three different emergency shelters is counted only once in the Emergency 

shelter category.  Similarly, a person served in a street outreach program and an emergency shelter is counted once in the Street outreach 

category, once in the Emergency shelter category, and once in the Street outreach and/or emergency shelter category.

ARRA/HPRP Homeless Prevention ς providing case management and financial assistance services or legal assistance to those at imminent risk of 

homelessness with American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 funding. 

Street Outreach ς engaging homeless persons who live on the street or in places unfit for human habitation. 

Emergency Shelters ς facilities which provide temporary housing for homeless families and single individuals.

program of the family shelters. 

ARRA/HPRP Rapid Re-housing  - housing in scattered-sites that is designed to move persons rapidly from the emergency shelter system into a 

housing unit they will remain in permanently, and provide support services to them during their transition, funded through the American 

Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009

33% of all homeless persons in the community are children, below age 18,  and 12% of those are age five or below. 

12% of all homeless persons identified themselves as Veterans. 

71% of all homeless persons identified African American as their race  

19% of individuals / households with no financial resources gained some kind of income. 

The average increase in income for households with children this year is about 24% compared to an average 

increase of 12% last year.  

Income for single individuals increased by an average of  8%.  For individuals, the average household monthly 

income at exit was $694.

On average, people on the streets were working 

with an outreach program for 137 days. 

Fully 40% of the people who left an outreach 

program had a positive housing outcome:  

emergency shelter, residential treatment, 

medical /hospital, transitional or permanent 

housing.

emergency shelters in 2010 were 

chronically homeless. 

By federal definition, a chronically homeless person is an unaccompanied 

individual with a disabling  condition who has either been continuously 

homeless for more than one year or who has had at least four episodes of 

homelessness in the past three years.   Our chronic homeless count for 2010 

was 1712.  Only those persons in outreach (on the streets) or in emergency 

shelter are counted as chronically homeless.   

391 chronically homeless persons found permanent housing during 2010.   

210 chronically homeless persons entered a transitional housing program during 2010.

Household Types 

In 2010, the people in emergency 

shelter stayed 34 days. 

NOTE:  HUD now identifies three household types:  Households without any children - which may be single individuals or couples without 

children; Households with children - which includes at least one adult (age 18 or over) and at least one child; and Households with only children - 

which would be a single child (runaway/throwaway) or a person under age 18 with a small child.  This report uses those same household types.
